Friday 19th September: Focused on corporate partnerships, 
with keynote talks from Jonathan Andrews from Remarkable 

Partnerships (www.remarkablepartnerships.com), and leaders 
from businesses in the Crown Dependencies who are driving 
the sustainability and green financing agenda. The day will 

be an opportunity to develop your fundraising ability, for 
conservation organisations to deliver a short pitch to potential 

corporate funders on your projects, and an afternoon workshop 
to develop potential project ideas.

1.	 A 15-minute presentation with slides on a project or aspect 
of your work. To be part of Wednesday or Thursday.

2.	 An A1 or A2 poster on a project or aspect of your work or 
celebrating the 25th anniversary of IIEM. To be on display 
throughout the three days.

3.	 A 5-minute (10 x 30 second slide) presentation on a project 
you would like funding for. To be given on Friday morning.
